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COLOUR TERMS AS A VALUABLE CHARACTERISTIC
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The article is devoted to linguo-culturological analysis of the specificity of colour term usage in L. N. Andreev’s works.
The study aims to identify the functions of colour terms in author’s original worldview and to discover their correlation with one
of the symbolic groups realizing the opposition /ife — death. The analysis indicates that colour terms in L. N. Andreev’s works
perform symbolic function and within the symbolic opposition realize the opposition life — death which is a basic one in author’s
individual linguistic worldview.
