en| The specifics of artistic space in the early works of Graham Swift

D. G. Fomina

Abstract. The aim of the study is to identify the characteristics of space in the early works of G. Swift.
The article examines the features of artistic space and investigates the principles of its representation.
The writer creates a system of his own spatial symbols: the house (illness and death), the shop (a metaphor
for the protagonist’s life), the Fens (water and land), the town (childhood), etc. The spatial forms under
study are presented as archetypal oppositions (up — down, water — land, life — death, familiar — foreign).
The structure of space is one of the components of G. Swift’s poetics. The scientific novelty of the study lies
in a conceptual rethinking of space: from being a milieu it is transformed into an acting force that shapes
identity and the very structure of the work. Using material from Swift’s early writings, which are little studied
in Russian literary scholarship, the author reveals spatial features that are regarded as an important character-
istic of the artistic images. From Swift’s first novel onward, space is not merely a background; it shapes charac-
ters’ personalities, preserves history, and animates memory. The study shows that, first, space is identified
with the protagonist’s inner state; second, space is closely connected with the past and functions as a reposi-
tory of memory; third, the category of space is represented by specific symbols and binary oppositions.
